TOURNAMENT RULES

1.  Teams of graduating classes from 2010 to 2014 must be made up of one class only.

2.  Teams of graduating classes from 2000 to 2009 can be made up of two years, but they do not have to be consecutive graduating classes.  For example: 2003 & 2005 could combine, but not 2003, 2004 and 2005.

3.  Graduating classes of 1999 and before can combine no more than 4 classes.

4.  All players in the same graduating class must play on the same team.  For example: All players from the 2003 graduating class must play on the same team.

5.  You did not have to have played volleyball in high school to be eligible.

6.  Each team will be guaranteed two games in the tournament, but format will be determined on number of registrations.

7.  High school rules will be followed.
